What is the time commitment of the company? 
Students should expect a minimum of 2-4 hours of rehearsal and technique class before or after school. The week of the guest artist come in they should expect to come every day after school for a minimum of 3 hours. In addition students will travel to the South Carolina Dance Association Convention (Myrtle Beach) November 9-11th. Students are required to perform in all department concerts, fundraisers, and events. Please see the tentative schedule.

What dance style should I expect at the audition? 

Audition Format: The audition will include a ballet barre warm-up, across the floor combination, and center combination. Students will perform combinations in groups of 4-6. Be prepared to learn any given style: modern, jazz, lyrical, contemporary, ballet, or hip-hop.

What if I am late to the audition?
The dance audition will promptly begin at 4:30pm. Sign-in and warm-up time is from 4:00-4:30pm. If you are less than 5 minutes late, please ask the instructor politely if you may enter and still audition. Over 5 minutes late, you will not be permitted to audition.

How will I know if I made it into the WDC?
A list will be sent via email and posted on the dance room door G-103.

What is an understudy position?
A understudy is someone who may get a spot depending on if another person violates their contract. Understudies are responsible for all fees/dues. Understudies will be guaranteed to perform in at least one performance during the year.
